Kathy Cameron and Cindy Overly (and other Ohio State representatives who are available at this time) to meet the group at the John Glenn exhibit in Page Hall (OSU building 061 on map at the end of this document) where they can use the restrooms and have a small snack while briefly looking at the exhibit.
