· Students will be given flags of the two countries: The Soviet Union and Russia. We will talk about how the two countries are different.

· Students will then be given world maps, and we will color the area that is now Russia and the area that was the Soviet Union, highlighting the individual countries.

· As there are 15 students, we will give each student a flag from one of the 15 republics that made up the USSR. We will color these flags and talk about some differences in the cultures.

· Move to Room 180 Hagerty Hall for large presentation. This will include a tour of Hagerty’s technology labs and our Crane Café which features television programming in seven different languages (none of them English).

Activity by students of Slavic Department, led by Thaddeus Fortney and other graduate students from the Slavic Department

· We will divide the students up into three groups of five and set up three stations for them to do specific activities. The three stations will include: 
· A table for them to have their names written in Russian and Georgian on a bookmark. We will let them practice this on paper, as well. 
· A table will have the students learning Russian phrases like “My name is...” and “I love Ohio State!” Depending on time, we will also teach them a counting game in Russian.

· Depending on grad student availability, we will learn Russian dances and songs. If some of our students aren’t available we will provide “Soviet Passports” for the students to fill out and color.
