JPMS – OSU Partnership January 18th Campus Visit

Eighty students from Johnson Park Middle School in Columbus Public School district will come to OSU main campus on Thursday, January 18th. The day-long visit is structured to accommodate several projects within the partnership.

Fifteen JPMS students will participate in an orientation workshop at the Digital Union. These students, 5 each from the sixth, seventh, and eighth grades, have been selected to participate in a unique after school program as part of the Ohio Learning Network grant awarded to the JPMS-OSU P-12 Project this fall. Over the remainder of the winter quarter, the middle school students will be meeting once a week at the Digital Union to create their own digital master pieces. Helping them are a group of four Middle Childhood Education undergraduate students. Since the beginning of the quarter, these four students have been learning how to create multi-media projects using a variety of programs and equipment under the expert guidance of Liv Gjestvang, Coordinator of the Digital Union and Chad Schone, Program Coordinator. The day-long workshop will introduce students to one another and serve as an entry into the after-school project.
Also, another portion of the OLN Grant, two JPMS Language Arts 7th grade classes will be working on the M-Magazine –a special publication written by middle schools students about middle school. This is the second year for this project, which matches college student “editors” with middle school students. During the visit, the 7th graders will be able to meet with their English 109 editors for this first time this year. The English 109 class is being taught by Amie Wolf.

In the morning, before the students are able to meet with the English 109 class, the JPMS students will be able to attend of one the three mini-programs.

1. A presentation on diabetes by the students and faculty at the School of Pharmacy.  Students will learn about the different kinds of diabetes, how to recognize common symptoms of the disease, and most importantly, how to avoid becoming diabetic. Dr. Jerry Cable and Dr. Jen Rodis are coordinating the event with students Trang Truong and Colleen Clark. After the presentation, the School of Pharmacy will give a short presentation on careers in pharmacy.
2. An exploration of Spanish. Students will join Rob Robison, Jan Macian, Jenney Fourman, Melinda Robinson, and Melissa Logue at Hagerty Hall on and break into 4 smaller groups to spend time with the Center for Technology (Crane Cafe w radio TV); Culture Center (learn about foods); Center for Careers and Latin American Studies; Center for Teaching and Learning (learn about support). All students will be given passports with an attached mini-agenda and key questions they are to find answers to as they visit each center. Before leaving each center, students will have their passports stamped. In this way, students will be able to learn about the various operations and support services available for language students should they attend OSU.
3. A hands-on experience with the new Museum at the School of Archeology in Dulles Hall. Matt Baumann has designed a unique program that allows students to handle ancient shards of pottery and then try to re-construct modern pieces of pottery from items that have been broken for this purpose. Students will also be given a guided tour of the new Museum of Classical Archeology.
While most of the students are involved with either the Digital Union After School Program or the M-magazine, there will be a handful of sixth grade students who are here to encourage students to attend higher education. If the afternoon, these students will be treated to a rehearsal of Dance Downtown. Produced by the OSU Dance Department, Dance Downtown presents choreography from OSU faculty members Norah Zuniga-Shaw, Nicole Stanton, Bebe Miller, and Melanie Bales. The middle school students will be able to witness the detail a production of this magnitude demands.
At the end of the day, Shannon Gonzales-Miller will speak with the middle school students about how the Office of Minority Affairs can assist them in attending college.

As usual, JPMS students will experience as much “college life” as possible. Not only will they be visiting campus, touring buildings, and working with OSU faculty, students and staff, they will also ride CABS to and from campus, courtesy of the Office of Minority Affairs. Also, as part of the P-12 Project commitment to the JPMS community, sack lunches for the students will be made by JPMS PTO parent Brenda Hudson.
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
