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Higher Education Partnership (HEP) General Information:

· Established in June, 2002 with three charter higher education partners:  CSCC, OSU and Otterbein
· Purpose of the HEP is to work together to bring support and resources to all Columbus City Schools
· Long-range Work Plan developed by the partners under four general topics: Urban Student Services, Professional Development, Educational Research and Partnership; Single Point(s) of Contact and others at each institution actively engaged with CCS HEP, including monthly meetings of Single Points of Contact

· Data on programs indicate over 200 “unique programs” with multiple examples for many, focusing on each college/university “doing what it does best.”

2008 Examples of the HEP’s Success:

· Our 10th higher education partner, Ohio University, is targeted to formally join the HEP. 

· New for 2008-2009 is the Seniors to Sophomores program, with 21 CCS seniors attending six partner college campuses full-time during their senior year to earn a full-year of college credit at no cost to the family (Capital University, Columbus State Community College, Franklin University, Ohio Dominican University, Ohio State University and Ohio University-Pickerington). Funding for this pilot program comes from the Ohio Board of Regents.

· The $9 million Teacher Quality Enhancement (TQE) Partnership grant is in its fifth year of implementation. This five-year federal grant to improve preservice and inservice urban teacher preparation for middle school mathematics and science) with six of our partners (Ashland University, Capital University, Columbus State Community College, Ohio Dominican University, Ohio State University, Otterbein College).
· College PREP 101, a college access plan developed by the HEP, is in its fourth year of implementation. 
· Ohio State designed, implemented and funded “Blueprint: College”, an 8-week series of family workshops and student “camps”, at five CCS elementary schools.  “Blueprint” promotes college aspiration, access, academics and financing.  OSU was awarded a large grant and will expand to 11 elementaries in 2009. 
· The DeVry Advantage Academy graduated 19 CCS seniors with an Associate’s Degree in Network Systems Administration in June, 2008. The 2nd cohort has 24 students who have completed one year of the program and the 3rd cohort group started in July, 2008 with 25 CCS juniors. The students attend DeVry full-time for their final two years of high school, and earn a high school diploma and an associate’s degree.

· Columbus State Community College partners with Columbus Africentric Early College High School; selected juniors and seniors now attend Columbus State, working toward earning college credit toward an Associate’s Degree along with their high school diploma. One of the HEP’s first initiatives was to design and implement a degree program for CCS Instructional Assistants with Columbus State to meet requirements of No Child Left Behind, potentially producing AA degree graduates for these employees.
· Otterbein College continues to work with Linden McKinley area schools, with activities such as mentoring and student “fellows”, and produced a book of student writings for the past two years.
· The Columbus Teaching Academy, in partnership with OSU College of Arts and Sciences, is in its third year with CCS seniors interested in becoming teachers attending class half-days on OSU’s main campus.
· Approximately 3000 6th graders visit OSU for a full day of aspiration building and a baseball game.
· Ohio Dominican and Ohio State are partnering with CCS and Battelle to create a STEM high school at Linden-McKinley.
