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General Information

For the past several years, the P-12 Project has documented partnerships between the Ohio State University and the local community. Together, there were 478 outreach efforts, many of which were directed at multiple ages in multiple counties. Partnerships may include performance arts tours, science Olympiads, summer camps and career exploration programs to youth, as well as community outreach services and professional development to local school districts. 

The number of school districts involved in OSU partnerships has increased significantly over time. In 2009, 370 of Ohio’s districts were engaged with Ohio State, up from 230 in 2006.

In the most recent year (2009), partnerships existed across all colleges and campuses. Academic units are well represented, as are nonacademic and support units. Nearly half of all partnerships are housed in Extension Services (127) or various offices and departments such as the Office of Minority Affairs, Undergraduate Admissions and First Year Experience, the Wexner Center, or the Department of Athletics .

Outreach within Partnerships
In many instances, partnership begets partnership: most outreach efforts are shared among multiple partners. There are 130 internal partnerships with other university departments or colleges and 99 partnerships with external (non-university) entities.  

In addition to the P-12 Project Partnership Guide, most programs have an independent means of communicating with the larger community.  Nearly 71% (339) of the programs host websites.  

Types of Programs

This list below identifies the foci of 2009’s partnerships. Partnership foci shift somewhat each year, depending on the needs of the community and OSU. The current press for increasing our K-12 students’ STEM understanding is evident, with Math and Science programs representing the largest group (77).  Career Exploration (44) and College Access (38) also represent large numbers of program types, while after school programming is among the smallest (7).  The list also demonstrates reliance upon facilities, with programs dependent upon specialized equipment (arts, athletic, environmental, and engineering) totaling close to 25% of all programs offered by OSU.

It is important to note that the number of programs does not correlate with number of people served or involved. That is, one program may serve hundreds while multiple programs serve dozens.

Outreach by Area
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All areas of the state benefit from OSU school and school-age outreach efforts.  The chart below shows the number of programs divided by region (map). While Central Ohio has the largest number of programs represented, the other four regions of the state carry a significant number of OSU programs.


































Overall, there appears to be a fairly uniform grade-level distribution for programs targeting youth, with 28% of the programs targeting elementary students, 26% middle school students, and 31% high school students. Professional development efforts are focused on the educators who work with these young people.

The same distribution holds for regions of the state. It is not surprising to see the availability of programs in areas near an OSU campus. However, there is also a large number of programs available to regions without an OSU campus (South East and South West).
